Most St. Albert students aspire to post-seconddugation through either a two-year junior college
or university. In order for St. Albert graduatesbe successful in either of these environmengs, th
following course of study is recommended:

1. English 4 years to include Freshman Englisiph®more English,
American Literature, and British Literature cours&nglish
Composition | and Il and AP British Literature das are
recommended for students going to a 4 year cobegeare
available for college credit.

Calculus is recomaee for
students considering a career in engineering.

3. Science 3 to 4 years to include Physical SeieBology, and courses that
build on the content of these classes. ChemistBhgsics is
recommended for students planning to attend ayfear college.
Physics, Anatomy/Physiology, and Advanced Chemestey
recommended for students interested in a caresrgmeering,
physical therapy, and other areas.

4. Social Studies 3 years to include U.S. Hist@vgrld History, Government, and
one semester of Survey of Economics.

5. Foreign Language 2 years of one Foreign Laggdor admission to college.
Additional years of study are recommendedsfuaient plans to
pursue Foreign Language at the universityllevgishes to do
well in placement exams.

6. Business/Computer Semester of Intro to Computed Money Matters. In addition,
Advanced Computer Applications is recommended taodents
interested in careers in computer science or bssirgusiness
Law, Financial Planning, and Accounting are alsmnmemended
for students interested in a business career.

7. Fine Arts Some colleges are requiring inconsfuglents to have a minimum
of one year of Fine Arts credit.

In addition to this recommended course of stutlidents and parents need to understand that the
level of performance in these classes may be doatut of performance in junior college or college
courses. Students who earned at least a “B” awamaglgebra Il or trigonometry/pre-calculus
should be able to perform well in an introductioratgebra or algebra course at lowa Western
Community College. At the four-year college lexaefeneral rule of thumb is that students who
have earned a high “A” in upper level math at Sheit will likely earn “A’s” in college math
classes. Students who earned a low “A” will prdipabceive a “B” in college math. Those earning
a “B” in upper level math courses at St. Albert eapect to receive “C’s” at the college level, and
SO on.

FRESHMAN ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS TO IOWA REGENT UNIVERSITIES

The admission of freshman applicants to the lowa Regent Universities is based on a Regent
Admission Index which combines four factors: ACT composite score, high school rank, high school
grade point average, and number of high school courses completed in the core subject areas.

A Regent Admission Index (RAI) will be calculated for each freshman applicant using the equation
below:

RAI = (2 x ACT composite score) + (1 x high school rank) + (20 x high school grade point
average) + (5 x number of high school courses completed in the core subject areas)

Note: For purposes of calculating the Regent Admission Index, ACT composite score has a top value of 36
(SAT scores will be converted to ACT composite equivalent); high school rank is expressed as a percentile
with 99% as the top value; high school GPA is expressed on a 4-point scale; and number of high schoo/
courses completed in the core subject areas is expressed in terms of years or fractions of years of study’.

Freshman applicants from lowa high schools who have an RAI of at least 245 and who meet the
minimum number of high school courses required by the Regent universities will qualify for automatic
admission to any of the three Regent universities. Freshman applicants who have an RAI below 245
may also be admitted to a specific Regent university; however, each Regent university will review
these applications on an individual basis and the admission decision will be specific to each
institution. Freshman applicants from approved high schools in other states may be held to higher
academic standards, but must meet at least the same requirements as graduates of lowa high
schools.

The Regent universities recognize that the traditional measures of academic performance do not
adequately describe some students’ potential for success. Therefore, the Regent universities strongly
encourage all interested students to apply for admission. Applicants who feel their academic record is
not an accurate reflection of their potential for success are encouraged to provide supplemental
information explaining their circumstances in addition to the application, academic transcripts, and test
scores.

ANATOMY/PHYSIOLOGY Yr Grades 11, 12

BIOLOGY Yr Required — Sophomores

classification. This course is intended to acqusimdents with their place in the biological woaldd
increase student awareness of body functions.
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CHEMISTRY Yr Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: At least a B in Biology
or department approval

Chemistry is the study of the structure and progef matter, and their relationships. This ceurs
emphasizes major chemical concepts and principegganning with the language and mechanics of
chemistry, and progressing to the behavior of mafi®pics covered include: measurement,
classification of matter, atomic structure, theigaic table, chemical formulas, the mole, chemical
reactions, chemical bonding, molecular structune, iatroductory mathematics in chemistry.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE Yr Grades 11, 12

This course will examine the relationships betwesganisms and their environment. This course will
focus on ecosystems, biodiversity, and effectsopiytation growth on the ecosystems. This courdle wi
also examine the relationships between humanstendeffect on the Earth and its environment. The
main focus will be on various types of Biomes, &nd, and water pollution, and also the effects of
energy production and public policy on land, foadter, and air.

PHYSICAL SCIENCE Yr Required — Freshmen

The Physical Science course is an introductiohécstudy of matter and energy. Concepts and
applications are introduced or reinforced througbegimentation. Topics covered are: chemistry of
matter; motion, forces and energy; electricity, ammbgnetism; sound and light.

PHYSICS Yr Grade 12
Pre or co-requisite: Trigonometry

This is intended to be a course, which concentiatebe principles and mathematical problems
common to physics. Some historical backgroundierdevelopment of the main ideas is included. The
topics covered are motion, mechanics, matter, taaon, energy, simple machines, light, and
electromagnetism. Many of these topics will alseekplored with hands-on activities. This cousse i

SOCIAL STUDIES

APPLIED PSYCHOLOGY Sem Grades 11, 12

geopolitical structure since the Industrial Revialnt this course is designed in such a manner as to
explicitly recognize the geographic changes accayipg the process. Particular emphasis is placed
upon the interaction and tension between the twmsipg forces of homogenization and diversification
The students are taught to critically analyze thresequences of converging environmental, cultural,
political, and economics systems through forceglabalization while deepening their understandihg o
the creation and persistence of geographic diyeasitl difference.
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GOVERNMENT Sem Required — Juniors

Government is directed at developing an understanoli how the democratic process operates within
the framework of our constitution. Emphasis iscpthon the study of our federal system with ite¢hr
branches: executive, legislative, and judicials@lincluded is the study of civil liberties, state
government, and the historic development of denuycrét is required of any senior who has not
previously taken the course. This class fulfiie state requirement for high school graduation.

HISTORY IN FILM Sem Grades 10, 11, 12

This course will take a look at select periods afteld States and world history through Hollywood’s
eyes. Students will view Hollywood films and théetermine if they are historically accurate. Shide
will judge films for historical accuracy, depicti®f people and events, and distortions of history.
Students will research the time period and compéitethe Hollywood version. The format of the das
is designed for a student with an interest in Injsteho will be self motivated to conduct researold a
write papers using critical thinking skills.

PRINCIPLES OF MICROECONOMICS Sem Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: Grade of B in
economics or teacher approval

This course is designed to give students a thoromglerstanding of the principles of economics that
apply to the functions of individual decision makdsoth consumers and producers, within the larger
economic system. Primary emphasis is placed onah&e and function of product markets, and
includes the study of factor markets and the rélgoeernment in promoting greater efficiency and
equity in the economy.

PSYCHOLOGY Sem Grades 11, 12

Psychology is the study of human behavior and nh@nteesses. Information is provided on the
learning process, memory, the nervous system, atadivand emotion, and the life span. Psycholsgy i
an elective and is structured to be a pre-collegese. The content will provide useful insighbiyour
own and other people’s behavior.

SURVEY OF ECONOMICS Sem Required — Juniors

This course is designed to introduce the studetitedey principles and ideas of economics. The
primary objective of this course is to enable ttuglent to reason from an economic perspective.pi$up
and demand receive particular emphasis, as theg ssrthe basis of all subfields of economics.

U.S. HISTORY Yr Required — Freshman

U.S. History covers the time period from 1877 te pnesent. Emphasis is placed on the people,place
and events that have influenced the world in whvehlive. Areas of study that receive comprehensive
evaluation include: Industrial Revolution, Westwddvement, Progressive Era, WWI, Roaring 20’s,
Great Depression, and WWII. This course is reguafeany sophomore, junior, or senior who has not
previously taken the course.
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WORLD HISTORY Yr Required — Sophomores

This course affords students the opportunity taiseea general understanding of the peoples anddgorc
that have shaped our modern world. Although Euaopievelopments predominate, ample attention is
paid to the non-European aspects of world histémyorder to assist the students to develop arallyti
powers, attention is focused upon significant cpteand the twentieth century receives special
emphasis.

THEOLOGY

CAMPUS MINISTRY Sem Grade 12
Teacher approval required

This class will focus on students input and invateat in Campus Ministry activities such as planning
and executing Mass preparations, service projRasonciliation services, and reflection days. 8hisl
will also work on becoming confident and effecty®up leaders, speakers, and role models for the
other students. This class can only be takenrersemester unless teacher approval.

CHURCH HISTORY Sem Required — Juniors

This course helps students understand who wenarg/hat we believe by examining tradition and
change through 20 centuries of church. Beginniitly the Acts of the Apostles in Scripture, this
course examines the conversion experiences @atg Church, the development of creeds, the
formation of leadership structures, the saintsiadels of Christian life, the influence of medieval
Catholicism, the Reformation and Catholic Reforths, Missionaries, modern religious orders,
American Church history, the Church during Worl@/ the Second Vatican Council and the Church
of today.

CHURCH ISSUES Sem Required — Seniors

This course explores social, economic, political athical topics, which are currently being diseuass
and debated in the Church. The course is intetaethke students aware of major issues in the bhurc
today, and to help the students to understandcsthees (how they arose, what is at issue, and vtheye
might lead us.)

HONORS THEOLOGY Sem Grades 11, 12

Students do independent research four days per iek& library; the final requirement of this cear
is a 12-15 page well-documented Senior Honors Tggol hesis. This course meets two days per
month in a seminar format to prepare and discygsfgiant theological research papers done by
students in the areas of moral, biblical, systeenatihistorical theology. The instructor selects a
common area of study each semester.

INDEPENDENT STUDY THEOLOGY  Sem Grades 11, 12

Students do independent research four days per ik library; the final requirement of this cear

is a 10-12 page well-documented Independent Stiépldgy Thesis. This course meets two days per
month in a seminar format to prepare and discygsfgiant theological research papers done by
students in the areas of moral, biblical, systeenatihistorical theology. The instructor selects a
common area of study each semester.
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MORALITY Sem Required — Sophomores

SOCIAL JUSTICE Sem Required — Sophomores
